This course is the second of two field courses taken in the first 20 hours of the program (taught in fall and spring only). All
candidates who are teaching on an LBD Temporary Provisional certificate must continue in ECE575B for continuous
mentored teaching while in the classroom. This course continues the objectives of ECES75A, with particular emphasis on
classroom assessment, assistive technology, and development of a professional growth plan. Candidates will be in their
LBD classroom for an LBD approved placement for at least 100 hours. This course is offered fall and spring semesters only.
